Provide continuing training to police, judges, health professionals, victim
support services, and other professional institutions working with victims of
violence against women and domestic violence.

Ensure the full implementation of the Civil Law “On Measures against
Violence in Family Relations” prohibiting the use of mediation or conciliation in
cases concerning domestic violence.

Amend the Family Law to provide legal recognition for same-sex partnerships
and adopt provisions that allow for legal gender recognition of trans
individuals.

Promote and protect the human rights of LGBTI persons and take measures

to combat structural discrimination.

Immediately release the remaining crew and passengers, including Hwang
Won, abducted in 1969 during the hijacking of Korean Air Lines flight YS-11.
Review laws, including the Law on the Protection and Promotion of the Rights
of Women, to include definitions of violence against women, including rape
and trafficking of women.

Prohibit and effectively end exploitative practices that require women who
support families through private economy to contribute quota of goods, money
and unpaid forced labour for the government and military investments
(Inminban).

Iceland welcomes the delegation of Brunei Darussalam.

We deplore the news that Brunei has finalized the implementation of sections of the
Shariah Penal Code which allows for cruel and archaic punishments such as public
flogging, amputation or death by stoning.

association, and restrictions on political participation.

Iceland makes the following recommendations:
1. Repeal the newly-implemented sections of the Penal Code and bring the
Penal Code in line with international human rights laws and standards.
2. Take measures to ensure that all women have access to legal abortion and
high-quality post-abortion services.
De-criminalize consensual same-sex acts and adultery.
4. Adopt a formal moratorium on the death penalty and commute all existing

death sentences to terms of imprisonment.

Prohibit any practice that modifies a person’s sex characteristics without
irrefutable medical reasons and the full and informed consent of the person
affected.

Remove laws restricting NGO activity and reform Law 1/1999 regulating
NGOs in order to facilitate their registration and enable their full and
independent functioning.

Take all measures to protect and support opposition members, journalists,
human rights defenders, including women human rights defenders, and civil
society organizations; investigate all attacks against them; and bring the
perpetrators to justice.

3. Adopt legislation on the rights of the child, with specific provisions on the
protection of children against violence, provisions relating to the rights of
children with disabilities, and raising the minimum age of criminal
responsibility.

4. De-criminalize consensual same-sex acts and promote and protect the human
rights of LGBTI individuals.

5. Bring counter-terrorism and national security legislation into line with
international standards, particularly in relation to the definition of terrorism and
the length of custody and pre-trial detention.

6. Abolish the death penalty.

Mr. President,

Iceland welcomes the delegation of Nicaragua.

Although the mass demonstrations have subsided, we note that the expulsion of

international human rights mechanisms, the crackdown on civil society, and the

persecution of human rights defenders and journalists are still ongoing.

Iceland makes the following recommendations:

1.

Immediately halt the persecution of political opponents and swiftly release all
individuals who have been arbitrarily detained.

Revoke anti-terrorism laws that allow for the persecution of human rights
defenders, including women and LGBTI defenders, journalists and peaceful
protesters.

Ensure that all human rights defenders who engage with multilateral
institutions and international and regional human rights bodies can do so
without fear of persecution or violence and that any allegations or instances of
reprisals are promptly investigated.

Conduct thorough investigations into all acts of violence against journalists
and media outlets, including the assassination on 21 April 2018 of Angel

Eduardo Gahona, and hold the perpetrators accountable.
